Everyone who thinks about God is already a theologian, but 
the course begins by asking why and how to study theology, 
and we reflect upon what kind of person (head, hands and 
heart) we should be.  The course focuses on three 
subjects—the Bible’s uniqueness and usefulness, God's 
character and works in creation and providence, and God 
as Trinity (Father, Son and Spirit).  
 
Classes will be a mixture of lectures, discussion groups 
and assignments. As we study, we integrate our thinking, 
apply it to real life Christian ministry, and pray that we 
will all know both God and ourselves better.
